I would like to start by wishing everyone a
Happy New Year! Most people are glad to
see 2009 end, as the past year was one of the
toughest on record, with the nation’s unem-
ployment rate jumping over 4% to reach a
high of over 10%. Certainly, this is the worst
recession of my lifetime, and probably the
worst economic period in the nation’s history,
aside from the Great Depression.

Despite the economic slowdown, which af-
fected the school and many of its families,
plans are underway to begin building the new
two-story library/classroom addition.  Our
building committee is meeting to iron out the
final details with the contractor so that work
may commence in the near future. | foresee
two immediate benefits: first, it will infuse the
local economy with several million dollars,
which will help to re-employ some laid off
construction workers. Second, it will provide
the school with a newly equipped addition to
help achieve its mission of providing an at-
mosphere of academic excellence conducive
to developing educated citizens with a biblical
worldview who are prepared to represent the
Lord Jesus Christ in all walks of life.

I challenge you (as I did in the fundraising
letter sent home with the re-registration pack-
ets) to consider contributing to the project so
we can buy furniture and shelving for the new

library addition. If school families gave an
average of $100, along with our faculty and
staff, we could raise about $75,000 of the
$100,000 needed to equip the addition.
Some may not be in a position to give at the
current time, and others may be waiting for
construction to begin, but I am asking you to
prayerfully consider helping in some way as
the Lord provides.

Lastly, I would like to give you an update
from an address that | made in chapel when
the students returned from Christmas vaca-
tion. 1 urged them to work on their spiritual
development for the coming year by reading
the scripture each day, by praying several
times a day, and by following the principles
set down in Philippians 4:8 (please look up
this verse if you are not familiar with the
contents). | let them know this is the three-
part resolution I made for 2010, and that it is
never too late in the year to make such a
commitment. Would you consider doing the
same and working with your children to help
them grow in their relationship with Christ?
May the Lord bless you and your family in
the coming year!

To parents of graduating seniors and K5 students: Accounts must be paid in full by May 10, 2010. If your account
with FACTS is set up to draw on the 20th of the month, or set up to continue until June, please contact me immedi-
ately to adjust the schedule so payment will be made in full to GBCS by May 10t. | will then contact FACTS in order
to credit and close out your account for the year. Students will NOT be able to participate in graduation ceremonies
if there is an outstanding balance in any area.

Tuition assistance: Tuition assistance packets are being mailed to families who have requested them. If you have
not re-registered, the packet cannot be sent to you. Only families who have re-registered and paid the entire regis-
tration fee, academic/activity fee, and FACTS Management fee may request and receive assistance applications.
Mr. Hornickel will meet with the Tuition Assistance Committee to make assistance awards. It is my hope that all

families will be notified whether or not they qualify to receive assistance by the middle of May.

For 2010-2011 School Year

All parents who have chosen the “monthly” payment plan and who have a K5 or 12t grade student graduating in
2011 will be required to choose either a 10-month or an 11-month payment plan with FACTS. This is because all of
these accounts have to be paid in full by May of 2011 in order to participate in the graduation ceremonies. Please
